How To Write A Great Sentence:      

After writing it - Ask yourself if it is a full sentence or fragment.  

· Does it tell me who and what they are doing or being?
When you are done writing your sentence, check for COPS!
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apitalization   (Start of a sentence is capitalized?  Names are capitalized?)
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verall Look     (How is my handwriting?  Any clean up to do?)


unctuation      (Commas in a list & before “and”? Period? Question mark?)


pelling
   (Any spelling errors to look up or ask about?)

*Can use www.dictionary.com to find the correct spelling of words.

How To Write A Great Paragraph:

   
opic sentence – This sentence tells the reader what the paragraph will be about.     




The 3 little pigs each built a house.

 

 dd 3 or more detail sentences.  These sentences tell more specific information

about your topic. One house was made out of straw.  Another house was made out of sticks.  And the third house was made out of bricks.

  

 ummary (or linking) sentence.  This sentence ends the thought when it is the last 


paragraph.  The 3 houses made by the 3 little pigs were all very different.  


OR linking: This sentence links this paragraph to the next paragraph if there are more paragraphs after this one.  For example, if this was the Introduction paragraph about the 3 little pigs, the linking sentence would be something like:  Each pig had a different idea of what to make their house out of; like straw.

 Then you would start a paragraph about the house made of straw and link that to the house made of sticks paragraph.  Your paragraphs have to be in the same order as you mentioned your key points in the Introduction paragraph.

  ChecK for COPS! 

How To Write A Great Essay:


paragraph – This tells the reader what the essay will be about.  This mentions the key points you will be making in the essay. You need at least 3 key points for a really great essay!  [This is the top bread of a hamburger!] 1 paragraph


3 or more paragraphs – Each one tells the reader about a key point you mentioned in the Introduction paragraph.  

[This is the middle of a hamburger (lettuce, cheese, meat) 

  - the good part of a hamburger!] 3 or more paragraphs


Last paragraph – This is similar to the Introduction paragraph.  You will mention your key points again and end with a closing sentence that will sum up the feeling of the whole essay.  Usually, your last sentence will be an opinion sentence. For example: “I wish everyone could learn to use a computer like the experts!” [This is the bottom bread of a hamburger that puts it all together nicely.] 1 paragraph

After writing your essay, then check for COPS!
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
